ADVICE TO PRACTITIONERS

ACCESS TO SUBPOENAED MATERIAL
In order to facilitate the early access to subpoenaed material by parties, the following procedures will be trialled in the registry from Wednesday 27 May 2015. 

Access to Subpoenaed Material Produced Before the First Return Date

The Registrar will consider making an access order prior to the first return date only with the consent of all parties. Such application may be made by emailing the Registrar at 

dust_diseases_tribunal@agd.nsw.gov.au

All parties to the proceeding must be copied into the email.

Access to Material Produced After the First Return Date
The procedure will apply to Subpoena to Produce in those matters in which 

· No documents are produced prior to 10.00am on the first return date; 

· The Subpoena to Produce is endorsed with a proposed access order; 

· No objection to the proposed access order is made on the first return date; and 

· The Subpoena is not stood over or otherwise dealt with by the Registrar on the first return date. 

If these conditions are satisfied and subpoenaed material is received after the first return date, the Registrar, in chambers and in the absence of the parties, will:

· Make the proposed access order if no objection was noted on the first return date; or

· Make an access order in terms agreed upon by the parties at the first return date.

Orders will then be published on the Tribunal’s website at approximately 3pm on the date of the order and documents will be available for inspection by the parties in the registry in accordance with the order.

Please note that this procedure will not affect the Registrar’s usual ROS list on Wednesday mornings.
